· An academic math course:  integrated, contextual, standards based lesson plans (and assessment tools) which investigate the math concepts embedded in the design, engineering and construction of a building project. 
· Career and Tech Ed application:   Lessons designed to be used as pull-outs by construction trades, CAD/drafting, welding, wood shop instructors to formalize and document the embedded math.
· Math program expanded from three to seven high schools in Jefferson County, Colorado, from 110 students to300 students enrolled for 2005-06.  Additionally, the curriculum has been adopted at two high schools in California.  CTE applications being piloted at Career Education Center, Middle College of Denver, UTEC in Grand Junction, Co.  and Thompson Valley School District, Loveland, Co.
· Training in using the curriculum provided at Red Rocks Community College by the current math teachers and the Technical Education Pathways Project annually, with monthly meetings during the school year to support teachers.
